In tough economic times, there is always an increase in Workplace Safety and Insurance claims. Whether it is be-
cause more workers are pushing harder to make a living and have accidents, or people are afraid of losing their jobs
and think that Worker’s Compensation is an easy way to avoid unemployment, this increase can have a catastrophic
effect on employers. Did you know that for every dollar that you receive from the WSIB on a claim, your employer
could be charged seven times that amount in surcharge? The penalties that employers have to pay, over and above the
premiums of 5.7% of your wages, can amount to hundreds of thousands of dollars per year. That is why all employ-
ers must be extra diligent in ensuring that any claim filed is legitimate, and for all real claims, everything possible is
done to ensure an early and safe return to work. While no one wants to get hurt on the job, and the WSIB is there to

support you and pay your medical expenses if you do get hurt, it is your obligation to do everything you can to work
safely!

[ attended the Transportation Health and Safety Association of Ontario conference on the Weekend in Kingston, and
one of the speakers was talking about the Internal Responsibility System. The idea is that it is Everyone’s Duty to
work safely, and to create a safe environment. If you see a dangerous condition in your workplace that needs to be
addressed, and you have the ability, authority and resources to correct it, you have a duty to do so. If you do not have

As a long- haul trucker, if you do not maintain a permanent address in
Ontario, you risk losing your OHIP coverage. The reason is that OHIP is
for Ontario Residents, and in order to prove that you reside in Ontario,
you must have a “residence” here. This rule was put in place to limit cov-
erage for seniors that move to Florida, but want to hold onto their health
coverage here. So, if you are planning to put all your stuff in storage and
“Hit the Road”, be aware that you will need a legal address to ensure you
can maintain your OHIP!

Alliance began warning all C-TPAT
carriers that you must have a certified
seal on trailers entering the U.S. The
number of carriers who have found
themselves in this situation has been
growing.

Without the
proper certified seal, the carrier is di-
rectly responsible and penalties could
be as severe as losing C-TPAT status
for a period of one to five years.

On October 28, Transport Minster Jim Bradley proposed a new law in
Ontario. While it isn’t in place yet, there will soon be a ban on the use
of cell phones and other handheld devices while driving.
